
Final Instruction 1 (issued Thursday, 25th August 2005)

To «Driver Name» and «Navigator», 

You have been seeded number «No»,

Your due time in Mechanical Scrutiny 

on Friday, 9th September is «Due Time».

1. Document and mechanical scrutiny will be in Rosslare Strand at times as stated in event regulations, see above for your due time.

2. There will be no document or mechanical scrutiny available on Saturday morning. Anybody failing to attend mechanical and/or document scrutiny within 30 minutes of their due time may be considered an non-starter (no penalties for arriving early).

3. Remember to bring with you to scrutiny the following 

(a) For mechanical scrutiny you will need to produce a valid vehicle logbook for all cars entered and homologation papers for relevant cars.

(b) For document scrutiny you will need to produce an appropriate valid competition licence for each crew member. 

(c) Motorsport Ireland licence holders will need to produce a valid IRDS letter of acceptance, MSA licence holders will need to produce either a valid NES letter of acceptance which has yet to expire or one of the recently introduced BRDS letters REMEMBER NO LETTER NO START
4. Cars must pass immediately into and remain in parc ferme after passing mechanical scrutiny. There will be security provided in parc ferme overnight on Friday and Saturday.

5.  Trailers parked in the area of the hotel and parc ferme will be towed away. A trailer park has been provided and will be signposted from rally headquarters. There will be no trailers allowed on the road between parc fermes and headquarters on Sunday evening until half an hour after the last car has arrived in to parc ferme.

6. Withdrawn entries will be treated as stated in the supplementary regulations for the event.

7. Drivers briefing for main field runners will be at 09.45hrs on Saturday morning at the start ramp in front of HQ. In the event of unsuitable weather it will be held in Oceans 11 nightclub (adjacent to HQ). Failure of both crew members to attend will be considered a serious offence. Ten crew’s competition numbers will be selected at random and a two minute penalty will be applied to those crews selected where both crew members are not present. You may be asked for your competition licence as proof of identity.

8. Any litter left behind in the service areas may result in fines being issued. Be advised that a litter warden will be patrolling these areas on both days.

9. It would be advisable for competitors, especially overseas crews and those competiting in class 16, to familiarise themselves with the scrutiny requirements for Irish events. In particular the regulations regarding seats, belts, helmets, balaclavas, boots, race suits, fire proof socks and fire extinguishers. OK boards must be carried and affixed to centre of roof for easy access.

10. Patterson pace notes will be available at recce sign on each morning. 

11. Competitors are reminded that no chase cars or management cars are allowed on Irish events. Servicing will only be allowed in those areas as defined as service areas in the event’s road book.

First car starts Saturday morning at 10.30. First car finishes Saturday at 17.24

First car re-starts Sunday at 09.45. First car finishes Sunday at 19.03

Juniors are asked to gather at rally HQ at 13.30 on Sunday.
